· Fire Chief Moffett explained that the current 1985 Fire Engine was older and could potentially fail at any moment but clarified that it is in working order and does not have any mechanical issues.

· City Administrator Arnold explained that the Fire Department had determined if they were approved for both grants that they would prefer to move forward with the Fire Truck grant due to only having matching funds for one project at this time.
