Motion by S Kelly seconded by K Hinds to approve the purchase of the ice rescue tether kits in the amount of $1200. K Hinds, S Kelly, C Cooper, J Erb ayes; D Moffett abstained due to being a member of the fire department; motion carried.
Motion by S Kelly seconded by C Cooper to approve the removal of the chain link and the basketball hoops at Noel Park. All ayes, motion carried.
